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Life in Haiti continues.  A new normal exists with people 
living outside, only going into structures quickly to grab 
needed items.  Schools are targeted to begin again across 
the country on April 5 under tents and tarps.  Worship 
services are held under the trees.  Every aftershock strikes 
fear into the hearts of the people. 

Andris and Mary Jane were back in the Columbus area for 
a week in March.  We conducted a board meeting to get a 
full briefing on the situation in Haiti and the LHM campus, 
and to make some definite plans for the remainder of 2010.  
Visits with churches or individuals were not scheduled 
during this time as the primary purpose was to get Mary 
Jane and Andris some much-needed rest (after sleeping in a 
Jeep for 7 weeks). 

They shared lots of pictures of the devastation in Haiti and 
the damage to the buildings on the LHM campus.  We now 
have a much clearer direction for how we can all best help 
our brothers and sisters in Haiti.  Although the buildings 
did not collapse, there are many repairs that will be 
needed.  The church, school, professional building, and 
cooking school buildings all sustained damage ranging 
from wall blocks falling out, to cracks, to damages around 
windows.  The retaining wall of the church, new latrine, 
guesthouse and generator building all appear to be in good 
shape.  We do not plan to begin repairs until the tremors 
stop and we can have a structural engineer make a full 
assessment of the damage.  Up to 40 tremors a day are still 
occurring.  As soon as the tremors cease, we will begin a 
repair and building program across the campus.

Shelter Still a Need for Haitian Families 

Over 200 homes belonging to Living Hope Ministries’ staff, 
teachers and surrounding neighbors were severely damaged 
or destroyed in the earthquake.  There is still an immediate 
need for sturdy tarps to construct temporary shelter until 
families can start to rebuild homes.  However, access to and 
the availability of adequate tarps has been a problem. 

If you have been looking for a specific way to help   
earthquake victims, this may be the opportunity for you.   
Earthquake relief donations can be designated specifically 
for temporary shelter tarps.  You may designate a particular 
family, such as the family of a sponsored student, or simply 
donate to the earthquake relief- general tarp fund and Andris 
and Mary Jane will provide a tarp to a family in need.  For a 
contribution of $50, LHM will be able to purchase and ship 
a 12’ x 25’ heavy-duty tarp that will provide temporary 
shelter for one family.  If

with some of the members of the LHM community in Haiti 
to construct this shelter that they will live in until their 
apartment is repaired and safe to use.  Mary Jane and Andris 
were very happy to stretch out on a mattress and bed frame 
in their new shelter.   

Many churches and individuals have expressed a desire to 
visit LHM this year.  Now that we know the school schedule 
and the condition of the buildings, we can begin contacting 
groups to determine mission trip plans.  School is scheduled 
to run through August with the next school year starting in 
October.  It is unlikely that we will have VBS or Youth 
Group programs in the summer since school will be in 
session.  These types of programs may be run in September.  
There are many different kinds of opportunities for mission 
teams.  We still plan limited visits in the short term.  When 
the tremors cease, larger mission teams will be able use the 
guesthouse.  Until then, any visitors will be sleeping 
outside.
