Obviously, no governm
has considered it necessary to set up required building standards and enforce them ol
require engineers and construction personnel to learn a correct way of building buildings
withstand earthquakes and hurricanes.

We are aghast as we have watched many people,
even other ministries, already making quick patch
ups...saying this is Haiti; rebuilding their fallen
buildings with the same building methods as
before without any thought to whether it will

_ withstand another earthquake or the continual
J| aftershocks. They are merely interested in doing
» . a quick fix, putting a bandid on the problem.
But what happens when these already weakened
and cracked walls receive counter movement or winds?

We at LHM have said ever since the earthquake that we needed to have a specialist insy
and evaluate our buildings and give us better building techniques for future earthquake
hurricanes, etc. Rick has now informed us that we need to replace many of our cracked ¢
damaged walls for safety with a different style of wall (Shear) for Haiti. We will begin to do
this immediately. No one will be permitted in the buildings until these corrections are made
We want to make a complete and permanent correction to our buildings not just a quiek, shc
term questionable fix.

We have also offered to be a training location for
engineers, builders in Haiti that would like to learr
better and safer method for constructing walls
buildings.

All visitors are welcome to come and assist us in ele
up, ministry, etc. Skilled construction laborers are &
welcome and may come to help us in changing out/#
building walls and making building improvements?
