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School Year Challenges 

The 2009/2010 school year was full of challenges for 
students and staff at Living Hope Ministries.  Three 
months of school were lost after the earthquake in January 
and then the primary school year was extended into July.  
All classes are held outside under tarps and will continue 
to be until safer buildings can be constructed.  The trade 
school year finishes this month. 

LHM is anticipating a good 2010/2011 school year 
however and is preparing for a September 6th opening 
even though the Haitian government is not requiring schools to open until October.  The staff 
felt it was important that the students not lose any more class time.  Some students will need 
to repeat a grade but the majority will move forward.  With only one month instead of the 
usual three to prepare for the upcoming year,  Mary Jane, Andris and the other staff are 
working quickly to register students, prepare teacher contracts, repair and order new books 
and complete all the necessary tasks to be ready by September.                 (Continued on page 2) 

Construction Underway at LHM 
The first of the post-earthquake re-construction using earthquake-resistant building methods 
has begun at LHM.  The original 8-room building that was used for pre-school through sixth 
grade will be expanded to contain twelve (12) classrooms.  The new section of the primary 
school building will be constructed first and will consist of 4 rooms.  The foundation has been 
dug and support posts are being installed.  The new mixer is working well and helping to 
quicken the pace of construction.
